A recent TWA study of average water
bills for the last two years shows that most
(54.6%) of the 1slands’ single family
regidances spent less than $26 a month for
water, That fan't urmsual, but the study
did reveal some things that might come as
& surprise W you, as they did to us.

Thara are 108 singls family residences
rm tha islands that hawe had oerags
monthly water bills for these same two
years of $100 or more. The bills for some of
these homes have averaged nearly $300 per
month! These high using residences, about
3.4% of the single family homes, are using
nearly 18% of the total water provided to
single famnily homes, That's almost exactly
the same percentage as the combined usags
of the 1,744 homes using under §26
worthl

How can one category of homes use 16
times as much water as the other? We're
not sure, but we are concsrnesd.

There are good reasons for IWA to worry
about a trend toward higher watar
consumption. The amount of watsr we taks
from tha greand eanh day is monitored by
the Bouth Florida Water Managermant
District (SFWMD).

BFWMD iasuocd TWA's water use poermit
which will expire in less than four years
— wa Will gtand hat in hand on this Maser
Judgenmnl day and our collective babay or
will be serutinized. (Five years ago as part
of & waler use permit, SFWMD mandated
the famous (infamous?) dual water syatam
in Cape Coral because of the high

consumption cansed by the need fo irrigate
sodded lawns. )

If you ame in the high user catagory:
1. Are you aware of your relatively high
consumption? You may think your high
bills are “normal’. De-palted water like
mirs usually doss cost more per gallon
than watar which is naturally fresh, but
not that much more. (We gloat a hit that
Feoet Myors Boaoh readdents pagr mome than
£3 par 1,000 gallons comparad to our
$2.50 — even though their water is not
cles-psmdland )

2. Ara you sure you nsed to uss so much
water? Consuliation with experts in
modarn plant and AW care practined
may save encugh water to halp our case
al the naxt permit hearing.

&. Do you know something we don't?
We've bean assuming that such high
levels of vss oomne frarm heavry landacaping
irrigation, but we have no real evidenos.
We'd appreciate PoUT COMIMents.

It i8 clear that all categories of water
users must praotios conservation if Sanibel
and Captiva are to maintain adequate water
gupplies.

The patant was awardad on October 18,
1888. In return, Diok will not chargs IWA
for the use of his gyetern. TWA has already
saved about $180,000 while the patent
Process was under way.

We figure that the Islander who drank
the recommondoed cight glasoos of wotcr por
day last year consumed from 74 to 230
milligrams of sodium from this souree.

For comparison the sverage American
congumes about 2,400 to 7,200 milligrams
of sodfum per day; special restricted dists
Ars ofen aimed a8 & mescimarm of 2,000
milligrams per day.
